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CHAPTER ONE
EARLY CHILD CARE DEVELOMENT AND PRE-PRIMARY EDUCATION

1.0 Introduction

Early Child Care Education (ECCE) importantly concerns the holistic approach of education that
focuses on the child's physical, emotional, social as well as cognitive development. In articulating
the importance of ECCE as provided in formal setting that caters for the care of children below the
official six years of age, a healthy Early Child Development (ECD) ensures adequate growth in the
physical, social/emotional, and language/cognitive domains of development. It is also an
intervention brought to bear, as the basis for readiness for school education and life in the society.

1.1 Enrolment in ECCE and Pre-Primary

Table 1.1 summarizes the enrolment statistics in Public, Private ECCDE and pre-primary by Gender
and graphically represented on figure 1.1. Tables 1.2 - 1.7 show enrolment by ownership, level,
Gender and State from 2013/14 to 2016/17. An important observation however is that statistics on
private ownership were not sufficiently provided. The information on the tables were supported by
graphical illustration ranging from figures 1.2 - 1.3 respectively.

The fundamental goal of Basic Education programme in Nigeria is to provide students with potentials
to become responsible and respectful individuals who would contribute to their economic well-being
and that of their families and communities, to explore and understand different perspectives, and to
enjoy productive and satisfying lives. The Universal Basic Education Commission (UBEC) is the
government parastatal that coordinates the disbursement of Federal allocation (2% of the
Consolidated Revenue Fund) to Basic Education and monitors Universal Basic Education (UBE)
programme implementation at the state level. UBEC is represented and anchored by State Universal

Basic Education Boards (SUBEBs).

In harnessing the benefits of parents and community involvement, the nine-year Basic Education
programme (i.e. 6 years of primary and 3 years of Junior Secondary Education), provides

opportunities for every student to develop the knowledge and skills essential to:

4+ Understand the importance of work, finance and how performance, decisions directly affect
future career and educational opportunities.

2.1 Primary Education

As part of its mandate, the primary education programme ensures the wide-spectrum development
of pupils who are provided with capacity to acquire literacy, numeracy, creativity and
communication skills to enjoy learning. Primary education ensures that every child or pupil is
provided with opportunity to develop his/her cognitive, social, emotional, cultural and physical skills
to the best of their abilities, preparing them for their further school career.

CHAPTER THREE
JUNIOR SECODARY SCHOOL

3.0 Introduction

The Junior Secondary School (JSS) is the last three years of the compulsory 9-year Basic
Education Programme in Nigeria. It is regarded as the capstone of Basic Education and it is for
children in the age bracket of 12-14 years. Students who successfully complete the
programme are awarded the Basic Certificate of Education (BCE). The award is decided
through a nationally conducted public examination called the Basic Education Certificate
Examination (BECE). The programme is both academic and pre-vocational.

Successful graduates of the programme have a choice of proceeding to the more academic
Senior Secondary education level (which is overwhelmingly the popular option) or the
vocational training school. The academic programme of the JSS consists of subjects which
include: English Language, Basic Mathematics, Basic Science and Technology, Social Studies,
one of Islamic or Christian Religious Studies, Agricultural Science, Business Studies, etc. The
JSS is run by States and Local Governments, as public institutions as well as by organisations
and individuals, as private institutions.

CHAPTER FOUR

SENIOR SECONDARY SCHOOL
4.0 Introduction

The Senior Secondary School (SSS) is the first option for graduates of the JSS who wish to pursue an academic
programme. It prepares students for tertiary education. Graduates of the SSS who cannot secure admission into
tertiary institutions (University, Polytechnic, Mono-Technics or Colleges of Education) may opt into the labour
market or into one of the Technical colleges (an option which is still available in most States). While the typical
SSS offers school subjects (Mathematics, English Language, Literature in English, Biology, Chemistry, Physics,
Creative Arts, History, Geography, etc.) the Technical Colleges train in Crafts, Technical, Vocational and Business
subjects.

Table 4.1 shows the trend of growing number of Senior Secondary Schools over the last four years. The graphical
illustration is provided on Fig 4.1. It is important to note that statistics on private ownership were not sufficiently
provided as at the time this report was made.

Table 4.2 presents enrolment figures in Public and Private Senior Secondary Schools by class and gender. The data
has been further disarticulated in Table 4.3 to present the situation in Public and Private schools. Although at the
national level, male enrolment in the public schools is consistently higher than that of females in all 4-years of the
SSS, there is considerable variation at the State level. In Akwa Ibom, Anambra and Cross River States, the reverse
is the case (see Table 4.4).

Table 4.4. presents enrolment figures in public and private SSS by State, Class and Gender. The data have been
further disarticulated into tables 4.5 and 4.6 to give the situation in public and private schools.

CHAPTER SIX
ADULT, NON-FORMAL AND NOMADIC EDUCATION

6.0 Introduction

Mass literacy, adult and non-formal education is the equivalent of basic education given to adults, children and
youths of formal school age, outside the formal school system. The aims are to:

+ provide functional basic education for adults and youths who have never had the advantage of formal
education or who left school too early. The target groups include migrant folks, almajiri pupils, illiterate
and semi-literate adults, youths and adolescents and other categories of disadvantaged groups who
are unable to have access to the conventional educational system and therefore require other forms
of educational programmes to cater for their particular/peculiar needs and circumstances;

4+ provide remedial education for youths and adults who did not complete secondary education;

4% provide in-service, vocational and professional training for different categories of workers and
professionals in order to improve their skills.

The National Commission for Mass Literacy Adult and Non-Formal Education (NMEC) is responsible for the
administration of Adult and Non-Formal Education. The Commission has State structures referred to as State
Agencies for Mass Education (SAMEs) in all the 36 States and Federal Capital Territory (FCT).

The National Commission for Nomadic Education is responsible for the administration of Nomadic Education.
Nomadic Education involves those children who receive their Basic Education in the course of carrying out their
daily activities which requires them moving from place to place. (Pastoralist, Migrant fishermen, etc.)

This chapter presents Statistics on Adult and Non-Formal Education for the 2016/2017 cycle. Adult Education
comprises Basic Literacy for Beginners and Post Literacy education for completers of Basic literacy.

CHAPTER SEVEN

EXAMINATION STATISTICS

7.0 Introduction

Statistics of public and matriculation examinations are available at WAEC/NECO and JAMB offices respectively. These
examination bodies, including NABTEB are saddled with the mandate of conducting qualifying examinations for entry into
various levels of education and administering examinations for certification at the completion of programmes, where
applicable.

While WAEC and NECO conduct the General Certificate of Education, School Certificate Examination, and a number of
other public examinations, JAMB handles entries to all tertiary institutions either by examination or by direct entry.

7.1.0 West African Examination Council (WAEC)

The West African Examination Council which was established in 1951 is saddled with the responsibility of conducting the
West African Senior Secondary Certificate Examination (WASSCE) for students and private candidates for Anglophone
countries in the West African sub-region.

7.1.1 Candidates Enrolment
Tables 7.1.1 and 7.1.2 present the number of candidates that sat for May/June WASSCE for public and private schools

respectively and Table 7.1.3 gives the number of private candidates that sat for November/December examination by
gender (2013-2017). The graphical illustrations are on Figures 7.1.1, 7.1.2 and 7.1.3. In 2017, a total of 704,962 candidates
in public schools sat for the examination.

7.5.0 TEACHERS REGISTRATION COUNCIL OF NIGERIA (TRCN)

Teachers Registration Council of Nigeria (TRCN) is an agency of the Federal Ministry of Education, established by
the Act CAP T3 of 2004. Among other responsibilities, its major mandates are to regulate and control the Teaching
Profession at all levels of the Nigerian Education system, both in the public and private sectors.

7.5.1 Registered Teachers

The number of Teachers registered with TRCN by State, Level and Gender in the 2016/2017 academic session is
shown in table 7.5.1 with a total of 20,205 (Tertiary), 483,150 (Secondary) and 1,289,480 (Primary). The graphical
illustration is provided on Figure 7.5.

CHAPTER EIGHT

FUNDING OF EDUCATION

Funding of education is important for sustainable growth and development of a Nation. There
are two broad sources of funding educational programmes in Nigeria; and they are:

4+ Government sources
4+ Non-Governmental sources

Government sources:

Government sources of fund to education are budgetary allocation and grants. Grants are
categorized into 3 groups, which are:

4 Capital Grant: This represents disbursements for financing of projects such as the
construction of new buildings, roads, provision of equipments and major repairs.
4 Recurrent Grants: These are expenditures incurred in the payment of salaries,
allowances, maintenance, traveling and transport expenses etc.
4 Special Grant: Is an aid given to some schools by the Federal, State or Local
Government to improve the quality of education. Grants to schools are usually
disbursed by regulatory institutions such as NUC, NCCE, UBEC, NBTE etc.

Non-Governmental sources:

8.2 Universal Basic Education Fund

The Federal Government’s contribution to Basic Education comes from 2 per cent FGN
Consolidated Revenue Fund managed by the Universal Basic Education Commission (UBEC).
This fund is allocated to states on annual basis according to a formula which UBEC determines
from time to time. Table 8.2 shows the allocation for the period 2014-2017. States are
expected to collect these funds on provision of counterpart funds to run their Basic Education
programmes. In the year 2014, Eight States did not meet the requirements to collect their
allocation, in 2015 twenty-three States, in 2016 Seventen States, while in 2017 Twenty-three
States. Figure 8.2 shows the national summary of allocation and disbursement of the
matching grants to States.

8.3 Tertiary Education Trust Fund
Tertiary Education Trust Fund was established by TETFund Act of 2011 to rehabilitate, restore and
consolidate Tertiary Education Infrastructure and Human Capacity Development. The Act imposes

2 per cent Education Tax on the assessable profit of all registered companies in Nigeria, collectible

by the Federal Inland Revenue Service (FIRS). The tax so collected is administered by TETFund.

The intervention to institutions for the period 2014 to 2016 is presented in Tables 8.3 t0 8.6, while

Figure 8.3 shows the graphical illustration.
