CHAPTER ONE
EARLY CHILDHOOD CARE DEVELOPMENT AND PRE-PRIMARY EDUCATION

1.0 Introduction

Early Childhood care development education (ECCDE) in Nigeria is provided nationwide in both public
and private schools. The ECCD covers Creche, Nursery/Kindergarten for children aged 0-4 years old, while
the one-year compulsory pre-primary education is for children aged 5 years, preparatory for primary
education. This Chapter presents the Statistics for 2019/2020 on ECCD and Pre-primary Schools.

1.1 Number of Schools ECCDE/Pre-Primary Schools

Table 1.1 shows the summary of the number of public and private ECCDE and pre-primary schools for five
academic years - 2015/2016 - 2019/2020 while Figure 1.0 presents the trend for the five sessions
graphically.

CHAPTER TWO
PRIMARY EDUCATION
2.0 Introduction

By the provisions of the National Policy on Education (Federal Government of Nigeria, 2014),
primary education is offered to children aged 6-11 years. The Universal Basic Education
Programme (UBEP) guidelines indicate that primary education serves as a preparation for
junior secondary education. Both the government and private providers are actively involved
in the provision of primary education in the 36 states and the Federal Capital Territory (FCT).
All primary age children in Nigeria are required to complete a full course of primary
education and transit to the junior secondary school (JSS) without interruption (UBE Act,
2004). The UBE Act makes this level of education compulsory and free of all charges in public
schools. This chapter provides a summary of statistics for the primary level of education for
the 2019/20 academic year. It covers number of schools, enrolments by state, gender and
location, teachers by state, gender as well as facilities.

2.1 Summary of Public and Private Primary Schools
Table 2.1 provides information on the number of primary schools in Nigeria for five years,

2015/2016,to 2019/2020, while Figure 2.1 charts the trend.

Education programs comprising JSS1, ]SS2 and JSS3. Official age of enrolment into JSS1is 12 years
with a completion age of 14 years. Students who complete junior secondary Education either
proceed to senior secondary or enrol in technical or vocational training programs. This chapter
presents Junior Secondary school (JSS) statistics for 2019/2020 collected by Federal Ministry of
Education (FME) from the thirty-six States and FCT.

The duration is three (3) years which is to prepare the learners for
tertiary education. Itis for learners between the ages of 15-17 years. Data presented in this chapter is
restricted to data generated from conventional secondary school, technical and vocational schools of
the same level.
