EARLY CHILDHOOD CARE DEVELOPMENT AND PRE-PRIMARY EDUCATION

1.0 Introduction

Early Childhood care development education (ECCDE) in Nigeria is provided nationwide in
both public and private schools. The ECCD covers Creche, Nursery/Kindergarten for children
aged 0-4 years old, while the one-year compulsory pre-primary education is for children aged
5 years, preparatory for primary education. This Chapter presents the Statistics for 2020/2021
on ECCD and Pre-primary Schools.

CHAPTER ONE

2.0 Introduction

According to the National Policy on Education (Federal Government of Nigeria, 2014), the primary level of
education is offered to children aged 6-11 years. The Universal Basic Education Programme (UBEP) guidelines
indicate that primary education serves as a preparation for junior secondary education. Both the government
and private providers are actively involved in the provision of primary education in the 36 states and the
Federal Capital Territory (FCT). All primary age children in Nigeria are by the UBE Act, 2004 required to
complete a full course of primary education and transit to the junior secondary school (JSS) without
interruption. The Act makes it compulsory and free of all charges in public schools. This chapter provides a
summary of statistics for the primary level of education for the 2020/21 academic year. It covers statistics on
number of schools, enrolments by state, gender and location, teachers by state, gender, and location as well as

facilities.

Data presented here is restricted to data
generated from public and private schools of the same level.

7.0 Introduction

7.1.0 West African Examination Council (WAEC)

The West African Examination Council which was established in 1951 is saddled with the responsibility of
conducting the West African Senior Secondary Certificate Examination (WASSCE) for students and private
candidates for Anglophone countries in the West African sub-region.

7.2.0 National Examination Council (NECO)

Examination agencies are established in the country with the mandate to administer and conduct qualifying
examinations for entry into the various levels of education and for certification at the completion of
programmes. These agencies include the West African Examination Council (WAEC), National Examination
Council (NECO) National Business and Technical Examination Board (NABTEB) and Joint Admission and
Matriculation Board (JAMB). This chapter presents the enrolment and performance of candidates in national
examinations.

National Examination Council (NECO)

The National Examination Council (NECO) conducts nationwide examination for admission into federal unity
schools, Basic Education Certificate Examination (BECE) and Senior Secondary Certificate Examination
(SSCE).

The tables that follow present data on candidates’ performances in NECO’s administered Basic Education
Certificate Examination (BECE) and Senior Secondary Certificate Examination (SSCE) for both public and
private schools (2017/2018-2021/2022) respectively.

CHAPTER EIGHT

FUNDING OF EDUCATION

Education funding responsibility is a joint venture between the federal government and stakeholders in
education. Funds are sourced from Federal, State, Local government, community, parents, faith-based
organizations, proprietors of institutions, the private sector and other stakeholders. While it is relatively
easy to get the expenditure for education from Federal, State and Local government, such information is
rarely available from other sources. The Federal government’s contribution comes from budgetary
appropriation and some agencies such as Universal Basic Education Commission and Tertiary Education

Trust Fund.

The last column on table 8.1 gives the percentage of national budget assigned to education. Figure 8.1 shows the
chart representation of the capital and recurrent budget of the ministry within the period 2018 to 2022

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8.2 UNIVERSAL BASIC EDUCATION COMMISSION
8.2.1 Universal Basic Education Fund

The Federal Government’s contribution to Basic Education comes from the 2 per cent FGN
Consolidated Revenue Fund which is managed by the Universal Basic Education Commission
(UBEC). This fund is allocated to states on annual basis according to a formula which UBEC
determines from time to time. Table 8.2 shows the Disbursed and Unaccessed Matching Grants
by UBEC to States for the period 2017-2021. States are expected to collect these funds on
provision of counterpart funds to run their Basic Education programmes.

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8.3 Tertiary Education Trust Fund

The Tertiary Education Trust Fund was established by Tertiary Education Trust Fund Bill of
2011 to rehabilitate, restore and consolidate Tertiary Education and Tertiary Infrastructure
through funding and effective project management. The Act imposes 2 per cent Education Tax
on the assessable profit of all registered companies in Nigeria, collectible by the Federal Inland
Revenue Service (FIRS). The tax so collected is administered by the Fund, and deployed to the
Education sector through allocations to all segments of Tertiary Education as provided in the
enabling Act.

Funds from Tertiary Education Trust Fund are distributed among the Universities,
Polytechnics and Colleges of Education.

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8.4 Scholarship Awards

Federal Government provides scholarship awards to selected Nigerian students to pursue
programmes in tertiary institutions considered relevant to achieving sustainable socio-
economic growth and national development. The awards cover undergraduate and postgraduate
programmes in Nigerian Universities, Polytechnics and Colleges of Education as well as higher
institutions abroad.
